By the time the next book comes out, I'll have forgotten what
happens in this one.The main character, Marlene the martyr, is hard to like. She’s camping with her
sister-in-law for the weekend with their kids, mostly to get away from her husband. He sounds like a
total loser (doesn’t have a job, won't help take care of the kids or the house), yet Marlene is the one

who married him and chose to have three kids with him, so | didn’t feel a lot of sympathy toward her.
