Encyclopedia is the closest fans will come to having access to the great Holocron from the Jedi
Temple on Coruscant. Housed in a sturdy slipcase, the illustrated, three-volume hardcover set holds
an A-Z overview of all things Star Wars--from the original trilogy and the prequels to the expanded
universe of novels, comics, cartoons, and video games. Most entries on the three-column pages
garner a few sentences while core characters and fan favorites like the family Fett spill over to
multiple pages of data. As fans know, nearly everyone who appeared onscreen in the films has
gone on to receive an entire backstory, but even die-hard fans will delight in the discoveries found
on every page. Random, Magic 8 Ball-style browsing brought up head-scratchers like Malarian
Alliance, Traest Kre'fey, Rybet, Lieutenant Colf, Guun Han Saresh, bruise-leech crawler, and lon
Alley. And did you know that the bug-eyed alien "dog" in Jabba'’s palace on Tatooine had a
name--"Bubo"--and was in fact a spy and an assassin? According to Yoda, "size matters not," but
this 10-pound box set will make a welcome addition to the serious Star Wars fan’s bookshelf. --Brad

An example is in the Princess Leia Organa piece it talks a lot about Jacen
and Jaina Solo the twins and her Daughter with Han whose prominence rises in the Thrawn Trilogy,
but those characters will presumably not exist with the coming of the new trilogy. Regardless, a
great piece for the big Star wars fan.
