I admire the international focus of this book, which attempts to give global coverage to the history of

architecture. Unfortunately, the result is a book that covers too much too quickly and which is

unreliable. I am not an expert in architecture, but I know a fair bit about the theoretical and historical

background of certain areas that the author covers, and the preponderance of misleading or plain

erroneous statements, as well as shallow political analysis, significantly lessen the book's value.

James-Chakraborty's enthusiastically positive portrayal of the Oneida Community, which engaged

in eugenics as well as mandated sexual intercourse, is both unseemly and irrelevant to the book's

stated mission; dates are also generally unreliable. The lack of references makes it difficult to even

check the facts that I was less certain of.Consider insteadÃ‚Â World Architecture: A Cross-Cultural



HistoryÃ‚Â orÃ‚Â Buildings across Time: An Introduction to World Architecture.
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
