Although the suggestions are fine (Ã¢â‚¬Å“I turn off the faucet while I brush my teethÃ¢â‚¬Â•) the

reasons behind the actions (Ã¢â‚¬Å“because I love the fishÃ¢â‚¬Â•) could use more explanation

for such a young audience. The strong appeal comes from the simple artwork done in

ParrÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s signature style, which features pure colors, objects and people outlined in thick

black ink, and kids whose round faces are comprised of two dots for eyes and upturned lines for

mouths. Young children will get a kick out of the vivid art (and the funny touches, like a fish wearing

glasses); feel helpful when they do things like write on both sides of the paper; and perhaps intuit

why protecting the environment is a good thing, if not exactly making the connection between

saving paper and saving trees.

As with other books for small children by Todd Parr, The EARTH book is a delight in words and

pictures. It explains in simple language some important ideas about the earth and engenders a love

of the planet in small children.
