The hard topics are handled quite well.One more thing I really loved was

the fact that Jill had a passion for baking, and therefore described people like pastries. For instance,

there was a character who was described as being like a crÃ¨me brÃƒÂ»lÃ©e Ã¢Â€Â“ soft and

sweet on the inside, but in order to get there, you have to crack a hard wall first. I thought those little

nuggets were a really cute touch, and all the baking made Jill a softer and more caring
