I kept dipping into the book like

a kid in a candy store, finding interesting reading on almost every page.The bookÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s



title promotes it as a book on home design. However, only a fraction of potential Super House

readers will actually use the book to design a new house. Most will use parts of it for smaller

projects, for making repairs, and maybe even for selecting appliances.The book is organized to lead

a do-it-yourself home designer through a sequence of eight design steps, each with its own

chapter:1. architectural layout and appearance2. design of windows and skylights, and shading for

them3. the structure of the house4. heating, cooling, and ventilation5. plumbing fixtures, water

heaters, and water filtering6. lighting7. selecting the appliances8. dealing with contractors and

architects.Each of these eight chapters is a treasure trove of information, most of which can be used

independently. An excellent index leads to almost any topic related to home design, critical

construction issues, and routine repairs to replaceable items like windows and roofing surfaces.

However, the book does not teach basic building skills, such as carpentry or electrical wiring. The

book is about design, not construction. To learn the trade skills that you would need to actually build

a house, get other books or get a job with a construction crew.The book really does pursue the goal

of creating a home that is ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“ideal.ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• In addition to optimizing the usual

architectural and construction issues, the book seems determined to eliminate anything that would

impair the long term comfort and pleasure of living in the house. For example, the book goes into

detail about minimizing the hazards of radon, carbon monoxide, mildew, windstorms, burglary, and

indoor air quality problems that originate in ducts and construction materials. If there is any

important issue or minor improvement that has been left out, I havenÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t found it.An

appendix deals with various energy sources that the author does not consider to be ready for prime

time. The degree of detail varies among these. The explanations of wood fueled heating and

geothermal heat pumps are probably the best introductions to those topics that you can find

anywhere. Summaries of the various kinds of solar energy systems are shorter, but still

enlightening. The author dismisses wind generators for individual homes in half a page. He also

gives short shrift to straw bale houses, earth sheltered houses, log homes, going off the grid, and

sewage recycling. This last part of the book may provide the greatest benefit for some readers by

keeping them from making bad choices that are expensive and irreversible.I have done quite a lot of

home renovation, and I have many friends with similar interests. So, I bought several copies of

Super House to give to friends who will enjoy it. Probably each one will use the book in a different

way, and each one will profit from it.

When you first look at the cover, it seems that it's either a Yellow Pages directory or How to build a

House for Dummies. On those formats alone, it is a compendium of facts, advice, details and every



aspect of what it's going to take to make this house last longer, more efficient and be better built

than the Pyramids at Giza in Egypt..Mr. Wulfinghoff seems to have scrutinized so many issues that,

even after you have begun construction on a house built to spec or building a major addition or

renovation, questions about HVAC, windows/doors efficiency, bath fixtures, efficient living spaces,

mud rooms, storage and closets and one of the most important issues ... the kitchen.The kitchen is

the most important, and most expensive, room in your house, Because of that, it demands a very

thoughtful approach ... one that you will appreciate the day it becomes usable to 10-20 years

beyond. Mr. Wulfinghoff will have you consider how the room will be utilized, whether you are the

type of person who likes to entertain and have dinner parties or cater larger parties that will require

adequate prep areas, cook tops with gas - continuous grates that allow you to slide a pot from one

side of the burners to the other side without having to pick the pot up - or electric cook tops which

include induction burners or high capacity burners. You may also be interested in wall oven(s) with

adjunct warming boxes that will maintain proper holding temperatures.The next major consideration

is refrigeration. Mr. Wulfinghoff prods you to think about how large it needs to be, whether filtered

water and ice are important enough to add to the final price. Sooner or later, then more electronics

you demand on an appliance, the more liklely you will find it necessary to call an appiance repair co.

and that will occur just after the warranty ends.The sink is also something that requires a thoughtful

approach. Do you need a prep sink, and a prep area next to it? Are you going to be making pastry?

If yes, you will need a section of the counter top to be marble. Marble has qualities that make it ideal

for rolling out dough, due to its ability to be at least 4 degrees cooler than other counter tops. The

faucet is also a consideration. When you are up to your elbows in food prep, turning the faucet on

without your hands is now possible with several manufacturers offering faucets that will flow just by

touching the downspout.Lastly, it would make sense to decide what type of washing machine you

will need. As with EVERY appliance, be sure to look for the Energy Star for the most efficient

appliance. The author insists that you go to the website that will explain how the appliances are

graded and what are the most efficient units.By thoughtfully utilizing step 7, you will be able to

decide how much utility, storage will be required and what you are maximum utility, storage and the

most efficient appliances that will assist you in creating a space that will allow sufficient prep space

and efficient the kitchen is relative to the placement of the appliances. Is the kitchen going to

produce food for large parties yet still have a cozy space for quiet breakfasts that make you want to

drink coffee/tea and read a newspaper or magazine with a view outside that, weather permitting, will

allow you to eat in attached gazebo or Florida room. and join with the serenity of a well conceived

landscape design that is dynamic in its year-round appeal (deciduous and evergreen) with plants



that will hand off flowering times so the view you have will always offer a new and developing

character.This book covers all of these major aspects of how you are going to get the most out of

your house. And, as other ideas, issues and on and on, this book will have answered your query as

well as why the answer given is definitive. The book details how the house is situated so you get

maximum exposure for sun to warm the house as well as the placement of shade trees and schrubs

that will tone down the heat on hot summer days.
