There are a couple of spots where | had to put it down,
and several spots that made me cry. The cliff hanger is killer and may evoke some tough emotions
in kids. | can’t wait to read these books to my grandkids when they are old enough. Mostly because

it will give me an excuse to re-read them myself.

After reading the visible reviews, | was a bit gun shy to read this book. Then | took the time to read
the "other" reviews and wondered why those two were featured. So, the story didn’t end the way
those readers wanted it to end. But this is a series and books and movies in series often end with
cliffhangers. | can’'t wait to read the next one and how many more will there be in the series? Do the
Elgen ever bite the dust?
