This

Newbery Medal-winning biography of our Civil War president is warm, appealing, andÃ‚Â illustrated

with dozens of carefully chosen photographs and prints.Russell Freedman begins with a lively

account of Abraham Lincoln's boyhood, his career as a country lawyer, and his courtship and

marriage to Mary Todd. Then the author focuses on the presidential years (1861 to 1865), skillfullly

explaining the many complex issues Lincoln grappled with as he led a deeply divided nation through

the Civil War. The book's final chapter is a moving account of that tragic evening in Ford's Theatre

on April 14, 1865. Concludes with a sampling of Lincoln writings and a detailed list of Lincoln

historical sites. This title has been selected as a Common Core Text Exemplar (Grades 2-3, Read

Aloud Informational Text).
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This work is perhaps the most complete and enjoyable children's book ever written about one of the

nation's most fascinating and important figures, Abraham Lincoln. Russell Freedman covers

Lincoln's life and career in a balanced treatment that is enhanced by period photographs and

drawings. The book won the Newbery Medal, the Jefferson Cup Award and the Golden Kite Honor

Book Award, and earned a citation as School Library Journal Best Book of the Year.

He seemed to be aware

that he would die by assassination, and accepted such. ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“If I wore a shirt of mail, and

kept myself surrounded by a bodyguard, it would be all the same. There are a thousand ways of

getting at a man if it is desired that he should be killed.ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• And later he had a dream

that he was wandering through the White House but no one was around until he reached the East

Room, where a wake was held. When he asked ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“Who is dead in the White

House?ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• the answer was ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“The President, he was killed by an

assassin.ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• At that point he woke in his dream. In all, a fascinating look at an ordinary

man who lived a more-than-ordinary life, devoting it to leading his loved country.
