This book is great for anyone - people with a science background, teachers, those with layman
knowledge of science topics, and anyone who is just curious about "stuff." The topics range from
everyday/common to more in-depth science questions. You can take what you want from the
explanations... if you want a very basic explanation, it is there. However my favorite part about this
book is that the author offers more scientific details. I'm a biologist, and | truly appreciated the more
scientific details of items relating to life sciences and chemistry. Some of the physical science
questions got into some details that would require some more research for me to truly understand,
but that's great! If one of the topics really interested me, | would have the basics from which to stem
my further research. For topics that | didn’t care too much about, | got my basic answer and moved
on to questions that really struck my attention.|If you are a teacher, there are items from any of the
science disciplines that can tie into specific lessons/topics. Sometimes giving a simple explanation

is the most difficult part of explaining concepts to kids. For others, maybe the specifics are tougher.
